REQUIRED ITEMS on the
LEFT side of the ANSC 7012
VSC form.

Registration numbers must be
painted or permanently
attached to each side of the
forward half of the vessel.
State validation decals must,
when required, be affixed
within six inches of the
registration number. The
registration number consists of
two letters identifying the state
of principal operation (prefix),
followed by a combination of
numbers, and ending with one
or more letters (suffix). These
numbers are issued by the state
and must be in plain block
characters contrasting the
background, and be not less
than 3 inches in height. There
must be a space or hyphens
that are equal to the width of a
letter (other than I) to clearly
separate the letter and number

If numbers are discolored,
fuzzy, partially removed, or
otherwise not clearly
identifiable, the vessel does not
qualify for a decal. Exceptions
to this rule are: a) vessels used
by a manufacturer or dealer for
testing demonstration, which
may display the number on a
temporary plate firmly

attached to each side of the
forward half of the boat, b)
documented vessels which
must be at least 5 tons, and its
identity established by the U.S.
Coast Guard (these vessels
must have the name and hailing
port including city and state
abbreviation, marked together in
