Additional stats from
AUXINFO* indicates that 5,499 or 49% of our VSC's are First Time VSC's. In
addition, 5,692 or 51% are High Risk VSC's. In addition, 1,427 Paddlecraft VSC's
have been performed. This is approximately 13% of our total VSC production.
Currently the National average is 12%. Special thanks to Joe Harris from Div 11

who performed 32% or 460 of D11NR Paddlecraft VSC's.
