-From a Recent National Report: "Updates to 2012 total vessel safety checks (VSC)
given (facility, private boats, and paddle craft) continue to be made during 1Q2013 and
are at currently at 138,712, up an additional 300 from my previous end-of-year report.
This increase is due to reporting delays and corrections. At this time 2012 conftinues to
run approximately 2% ahead of 2011. During 1Q2013, 12,255 VSC's were performed, or
1% ahead of the same period last year. In addition, we began 2013 with 5,959 Vessel
Examiners, and by the end of 1Q2013 there are 6,096 Vessel Examiners current, a 2%
increase.”

D11NR VSC production finished 2012 at 107.4% of 2011, #1 in the PAC AREA,
#5 in the nation, and #1 nationally with most VSC's per examiner! Great job by
alll

- Operation Dry Water over the weekend of June 28™-30™ is national effort
sponsored by NASLBA to support the local law enforcement jurisdictions to combat
drinking and boating under the influence on our local waterways. As you know, boating
under the influence can ruin a great day on the water and 16% of boating fatalities are
a result of alcohol use. In recent years, this program has also been supported by the
Coast Guard and held in conjunction with the Delta Blitz events. This year, because of
funding the Coast Guard will not participating in this important program. However, we
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as Vessel Examiners (VE's) can man our local launch ramps and perform VSC's and help
educate the boaters prior to launching. Please consider planning a local VSC station.

- Please remember prior to submitting any paperwork, whether to your FSO-IS or
DIRAUX to ALWAYS keep a copy for your records. In addition, it is your responsibility
to submit your 7038's and MT-2 forms on a timely basis-preferably ASAP after you've
completed a recent activity. While I 'm always willing to help out with individual
qualification and/or recognition issues, your 1°" stop for assistance should be with your
Flotilla Commander. The ultimate responsibility for accurate and timely reporting of
VSC activities lies with each individual Examiner. Flotilla Staff officers can also assist

members by providing AUXINFO reports during the flotilla meeting.
